NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the following ordinance was adopted on the second reading after a Public Hearing at the Regular Meeting of the Borough Council of the Borough of Emerson on the 3rd day of April, 2012. AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ARTICLE I ENTITLED PARK REGULATIONS SECTION 200-8 SUBSECTION  B. ENTITLED PERMITS SUB-SECTION  (7) ENTITLED ‘FIELD PERMIT FEES’ OF THE BOROUGH OF EMERSON, COUNTY OF BERGEN STATE OF NEW JERSEY AMENDING AND SUPPLEMENTING CHAPTER 200, PARKS, PLAYGROUNDS AND RECREATION AREAS, OF THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF EMERSON ESTABLISHING REDUCED PERMIT FEES FOR RECREATIONAL FIELD USAGE  BY OUTSIDE ORGANIZATIONS 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Emerson, County of

Bergen, State of New Jersey, as follows:

Section 1:  Chapter 200 of the Code of the Borough of Emerson entitled “Parks, Playgrounds and Recreation Areas,” is hereby amended to include the following language to sub-section 200-8 B. Permits Sub-section (7) (b) establishing reduced recreational field usage fees for field ma
§ 200-8 B. (7) Field permit fees. 
(a) A fee of $60 per daytime game and $95 per nighttime game, with a maximum of 2 1/2 hours per game, shall be required by the Recreation Commission for all permits issued for the purpose of holding an organized sports activity on recreational facilities.
(b) A reduced fee of $35.00 will be given for all permits when the recreation facility is prepared prior to the start of the activity and at the conclusion of the activity. The individual or organization requesting the permit must use their own equipment when preparing the facility.  Preparing the facility is to include but not limited to: wetting down the field, dragging the field, raking the field and lining the field.
Section 2:  Severability and Effectiveness Clause:

(a) If any section, subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional, invalid, or unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions of this ordinance. 

(b) Any ordinance inconsistent with the terms of this ordinance is hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3:  Effective Date:


This ordinance shall take effect upon passage and publication according to law.
