ORDINANCE NO. 1467-13

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 118 OF THE CODE OF THE BOROUGH OF EMERSON ENTITLED ENTITLED BRUSH, GRASS AND WEEDS ARTICLE I 
TITLED GENERAL PROVISIONS § 118-1 BUILDING INSPECTOR TO BE NOTIFIED OF CONDITIONS

BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Emerson as follows:

Section 1: Chapter 118 of the Code of the Borough of Emerson entitled Brush, Grass and Weeds is hereby amended to §118.1 adding subsection A. & B. as follows, B. of which is a new paragraph within the code: 
§ 118-1. Building Inspector to be notified of conditions. 
A. If, upon the recommendation of the Chief of Police or the Fire Inspector or Health Officer of the Borough of Emerson, it shall be necessary and expedient for the preservation of public health, safety or general welfare or to eliminate fire hazards and it is required that brush, weeds, including ragweed, dead and dying trees, stumps, roots, obnoxious growth, filth, garbage, trash and debris should be destroyed or removed from any lands in the Borough of Emerson, said public official shall, immediately upon said determination, notify the Building Inspector of the Borough of Emerson.

Loose and overhanging objects, including, without limitation, dead and dying trees, located on private property, accumulations of ice or other similar conditions which, by reason of their locations above a borough right-of-way, borough easement, or borough sidewalk constitute an immediate hazard to persons utilizing the right of way, easement, or sidewalk.

Section II. Unlawful

If any section, subsection, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or invalid by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the remaining portion of this Ordinance.

Section  III.	Effective Date.

	This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage, approval and publication by law.
