UNFINISHED BUSNESS:

The Joan Martin Memorial Garden at Centennial Park was discussed. There is a
possibility that there may be money in the budget for mulch. Volunteers are needed for
the plantings, the Boy/Girl Scouts have been notified; gloves and drinking water will be
available. There may be a need for extra shovels and/or rakes. The size of the plaque,
and pricing for the plaque needs to be determined so the commission will know if there
is left over money available for mulch. Water is necessary for the plantings and a few
suggestions were made. Councilwoman DiPaola said that bottles or jugs of water can
be brought to the park. Another idea was to ask permission from the group home on
the corner to fill bottles or jugs from their cutdoor tap — faucet or spigot.




Commission Member Browne responded to Councilwoman DiPaola’s inquiry regarding
the amount for the plantings. Mrs. Browne told Councilwoman DiPaola that the invoice
and receipt for the plants was given to Cathy Henderson's office so a reimbursement
check could be processed to Mrs. Browne.

NEW BUSINESS:

The cleanups relating fo the Emerson Woods and Broadway are underway. Ms. Boyce
advised getting a big rock by the plants and tree. Grass, nature to Emerson only, can
be planted in Emerson Woods; the area is now considered an “eye sore”. Ms. Boyce
also remarked to clean up when leaves fall and trees are bare, a date has been set for
Saturday, November 16, at 9:00am. A rain date is set for the next day, Sunday,
November 17, at 9:00am. It was noted that the water shed drainage area is extremely
unattractive. The DPW will be notified for (2) two designated pick up points for garbage.

Broadway cleanup dates will be Saturday, October 26, at 10:00am, with a rain date set
for the next day, Sunday, October 27, at 10:00am. Refreshments from Dunkin Donuts
will be served.

Chairman Browne asked for a motion to adjourn the mesting.
