Clark discussed the positive results of the Board of Health meeting she attended to discuss the food vendors, as an update to the Harvest Market Fest on October 16, 2016, at the Emerson High School location.  It was suggested that tables be set up like a trade show for Board of Health, Environmental Commission, Library, Boy Scouts, Bergen County Chapter of the March of Dimes, and other possibilities.

M. Griggs had a copy of Community Garden Guidelines and Application Form for the Commission that the secretary printed and handed out.  It is important to have the proper supplies for both flower and vegetable growing.  No pesticides will be used; all natural.  It will be wise to have a garden leader.  It was mentioned that the Shade Tree Commission will be trimming overgrown trees.  A landscaper is needed for an estimate; it is unclear if the Dept. of Public Works was supposed to maintain it.  

K. Browne talked about how to take care of pathways.  T. Sudano suggested soliciting another landscaper; Chairman Browne advised trying it.


NEW BUSINESS:
The Commission planned a separate meeting in a few days on Tuesday, May 3, 2016, at Borough Hall, in the meeting room on the 1st floor.  S. Clark talked about the EEC getting involved in other projects.  Vice Chair Boyce wants to discuss signs “markers” for the Emerson Woods preservation.
