Chairman Browne discussed the grant check that the ANJEC awarded to Emerson for the Emerson Woods Preserve Restoration Project.  He said that the $1,000 check will go directly to the Borough.  

Ms. Browne aired her frustration regarding the lack of mulch and gravel.

Mr. Griggs and Mr. Sudano touched upon material relating to the Land Use Board; emergency responses, wild fires in the woods, plan for Fire and Police Departments.  A Land Use Agenda, brownfields, fleet inventory, cost effective were mentioned.
Community outreach was expressed; web site, Facebook page.  Reaching out to the various departments – Department of Public Works, Administration, Fire and Police Departments – finding ways to bring grant money (approx. $1,000-$100,000) into the community is one way to save money.
