b. Pascack Valley Wellness Challenge

    Pascack Valley Medical Center will  have  health screenings for  the first 100  registrants at an
    event in early March, which will include cholesterol, glucose, blood pressure and weight.  The
    Board of  Health  members  expressed  interest  in having their  own  health  fair in Emerson to 
    promote wellness.
	

    
c. Stigma-Free Zones

    Health Officer Angela Musella inquired if Emerson is designated as a Stigma-Free Zone.  
    The health assistant will provide a  resolution to the members indicating that Emerson is 
    Stigma-Free.  Training  is  available  for  high  school  students   through  mental  health 
    agencies county-wide.  Stigma-Free Zones  inspire  public  interest  and  communication
    about awareness of  mental  illness.  Residents can  feel  free  to seek  treatment  for  the
    disease without fear of stigma.
