The Board of Health meeting was called to order at 7:32 p.m. by Board of Health President Elaine Rizzo.

The Finance, Vital Statistics and Dog Licensing report for October was accepted as submitted.

Northwest Bergen Regional Health Commission Activity Report for October was accepted as submitted. 

Health Officer Angela Musella and Health Inspector Darlene Mandeville attended a childhood lead poisoning training seminar.  

Northwest Bergen Regional Health Commission has entered into a “Memorandum of  Understanding” with the City of Paterson Department of Health for Environmental Inspections that are required for the investigation and management of children with elevated lead levels in our jurisdiction. The MOU is a great cost savings to municipalities, as it will provide for specialized certification and training for staff, purchasing and maintaining equipment and personnel time.   Not included in Paterson’s MOU is the cost of laboratory analysis of lead dust wipe samples, which is State Mandated for every lead inspection.  Health Officer Angela Musella reminded Emerson to open up a business account with a certified laboratory to conduct dust wipe analysis, which is mandatory of lead inspection.  

Board of Health President Elaine Rizzo submitted literature on “Protect Your Family from Lead in Your Home.”

The Registrar and Deputy Registrar attended the Fall Registration Meeting for their continuing education credits.

Golden Bagels received a Conditional rating, as the hot water hand sink was broken and there was only cold water.  Food products were stored on the floor, and there was no food manager on the premises.  

No participants from Emerson attended the ServSafe Food Handlers classes.

The health department received a complaint regarding unlicensed dogs living on Dorchester Road.  The health inspector went to the residence and the owner claims the dogs are current with their vaccinations.   The owner noted that he will have the dogs licensed.

The health inspector issued a summons to a resident on Pascack Avenue for overgrown debris, including poison ivy, on his property.  The court case will be adjourned until December.

Sendai Japanese Restaurant was given a violation, as there was no food manager on the premises.

Open Public Records Act (OPRA) requests were received for Environmental Information on 386 Kinderkamack Road and Water Well and Disposal System on 77 Powell Road.

There were two Communicable Disease Investigations in October for Hepatitis C.    

Sixteen (16) dogs and four (4) cats were inoculated at Emerson’s Rabies Clinic on November 4, 2017.
