THE  REGULAR  MEETING  OF  THE  EMERSON  BOARD  OF  HEALTH WAS
HELD ON DECEMBER 14, 2017 AT 7:30 P.M. IN THE COUNCIL CHAMBER OF
THE BOROUGH HALL.

Susan Gibbons notified the Board of Health members that in case of a fire follow the Fire Exit sign above the door and exit calmly.

The Board of Health meeting was called to order at 7:39 p.m. by Board of Health President Elaine Rizzo.

Motion by Nicole Argenzia, Seconded by Cindy Bischoff, that the Board of Health Minutes of November 9, 2017 be approved as written.

The Finance, Vital Statistics and Dog Licensing report for November was accepted as submitted.

Northwest Bergen Regional Health Commission Activity Report for November was accepted as submitted.

The Rabies Vaccination Program was held on November 4, 2017 from 11:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. at Emerson’s DPW garage.  

An Emerson resident called NWBRHC inquiring if the Registrar could marry him and his partner soon, as the partner was dying.  Health Officer Angela Musella approved the Registrar to go to Valley Hospital to complete the marriage license application.

All food establishments for the month of November were given a Satisfactory rating.

Health Officer Angela Musella noted that businesses in town applied for a temporary food license for the Winter Wonderland event.

The Recreation Commission applied for a temporary food application to cook hot dogs and hamburgers at the Winter Wonderland event.  Health Officer Angela Musella reviewed proper food handling procedures with Presiding Officer Dave Rector.  Presiding officer was onsite to ensure that regulations were followed and shared information with other food handlers at the event.

The Board of Health agreed that the Recreation Commission should follow the correct procedure and not wait until the last minute.  The application should state that the filing deadline be two (2) weeks prior to the event.  The temporary food establishment license procedure should be updated on the borough website.  

No participants from Emerson attended the ServSafe Food Handler’s classes.

An individual complained that there was a septic odor by the downstairs bathroom at Cinar Restaurant.  The person said that the restaurant manager masked it with air freshener or disinfectant spray.  The health inspector checked the upstairs and downstairs bathrooms and no odor was detected.  The health inspector spoke to the manager, who mentioned that sometimes the men’s room has a urine odor.  The staff has been instructed to pour bleach down the drain at night.  The downstairs food storage area was checked, and there was no odor.  

Resident had previously complained that overgrown debris, including poison ivy, was coming through her fence.  A summons was issued and a court date was set for December 14.  After court, the health inspector met with the resident and showed her what needed to be removed.  The health inspector conducted a spot check of the property and observed vines still coming through the fence. Health Inspector spoke with the homeowner and she will have it corrected.  Complaint investigation is still in progress.

An individual inquired if she could operate a food business from her home.  The health officer responded that no food items can be sold from the home.

Northwest Bergen Regional Health Commission hired a new health educator and deputy registrar.  

The Board of Health members discussed moving Emerson’s Vital Statistics records to Northwest Bergen Regional Health Commission at the November 9, 2017 meeting.  The State of New Jersey has been notified that Carmen Nist is Emerson’s Registrar.  Health Officer Angela Musella noted that there is no specific procedure that needs to be done other than contacting the State of New Jersey.

Motion by Nicole Argenzia, Seconded by Cindy Bischoff, that NWBRHC will begin to move Emerson’s Vital Statistics records on December 27, 2017 to 20 West Prospect Street, Waldwick, New Jersey.
