The health officer has not heard anything from the tattoo artist regarding an approved location for his business.  

Health Officer Daniel Levy gave the assistant files and plans for the tattoo parlor, Casa Masella and Hackensack Golf Club to be filed at Emerson Borough Hall.
The Public Health Nurse’s report for March was accepted as submitted.

Review of Compliant File.
Sophie Brois, 195 Prospect Street, Midland Park, NJ, claims she purchased two puppies from Just Pups that are ill.  One puppy has a cough and was given medication by a veterinarian.  The other puppy has a skin condition.

Barbara Heil, West Orange, NJ, claims she purchased a toy poodle from Just Pups.  The puppy was very ill with early pneumonia, kennel cough and a parasite, which resulted in approximately $859.00 in veterinarian bills.

Miriam Comiskey, Hillsdale, NJ, claims she and a friend went to Just Pups and noticed the cages were dirty.  One cage did not have enough water, as the water bottle was leaking on to the floor of the cage.  She also mentioned that there were animals crying in the back room.   
Since Just Pups is complying with the health department, there is no reason to close the facility.  Health Officer Daniel Levy noted that the establishment could only be closed by voluntary agreement, court order if there is an emergency, or if Just Pups did not cooperate with health officials.  The Board of Health could then revoke their license.                                                                                                                                                      
Just Pups will be installing a new isolation room with proper ventilation. The establishment will submit a plan and apply for construction permit before the work can be done.
