
THE REGULAR  MEETING  OF  THE  EMERSON  BOARD  OF  HEALTH  WAS
HELD ON SEPTEMBER 13, 2018  AT 7:30  P.M. IN  THE COUNCIL CHAMBERS 
OF THE BOROUGH HALL.

These Minutes have not been formally approved by the Emerson Board of Health and are
subject to change or modification at  the  next regular meeting at  which time they will be
adopted.

Health Assistant notified the Board of Health members that in case of a fire follow the Fire Exit sign above the door and exit calmly.

The Board of Health meeting was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Board of Health President
Elaine Rizzo.

Motion by Nicole Argenzia, Seconded by Cindy Bischoff, that Minutes of June 14, 2018 be
approved as written.

The Financial Report for June, July and August was accepted as submitted.

Northwest Bergen Regional Health Commission Activity Report for June, July and August was accepted as submitted.

All businesses inspected in June received a Satisfactory rating. 

The Hackensack Golf Club pool was inspected in June.  Summer Kick Off event was inspected and received a Temporary Food License.  Emerson Police Open House and Camp Out was given approval to have the event. 


Clinton Street 

The Construction Code Official requested that the health department accompany him on an inspection of the apartments for complaints of holes in the roof and animals allegedly living in the structure.  The health inspector visited all three apartments and exterior of property.  All apartments had hot and cold running water, no odor, functioning plumbing systems, and no animal waste was noted.  There were no health violations noted at the time of inspection.

Vivian Avenue

A resident requested inspection of an abandoned home that animals are entering the residence.  Health Inspector visited the home and did not observe any rat burrows or odor.  The grass was high and a squirrel, chipmunk and mouse were observed.  There was an opening in the attic area to the interior of the home.  The matter was referred to Tyco Animal Control.

Ridge Road

A Complainant claims that the pool at Ridge Road is stagnant causing mosquitoes on her property.  The health inspector left her card asking the resident to call. The pool was taken down a week later.    

Old Hook Road 

A complainant was concerned about an odor caused by roof resurfacing that permeated the offices, and patients and staff were complaining of illness.  The health inspector contacted the CEHA agency for Bergen County (Bergen County Health Department Environmental Division.)  The duty officer advised that the roof repair could not be stopped, as failure to repair the roof would cause other issues.  The health inspector received a report that the tenant and landlord had worked out a compromise to the repair schedule.

A resident was concerned about fox and raccoon feces in his yard.  The health officer provided guidance on proper animal waste removal.  Resident asked if the health department had an analytical test to identify animal feces, and was advised to contact Tyco Animal Control for feces identification.

There was one animal bite in the month of June.

There were eight deaths and six marriage applications in the month of June.

There were no communicable diseases in the month of June. 

Two health inspectors from Northwest Bergen Regional Health Commission left in July to pursue other careers, and two new inspectors replaced them. 

The health department received two open public records request in the month of July.

All businesses inspected in July received a Satisfactory rating.

Six violation notices were given to establishments for not renewing their food handling licenses in a timely matter.  



Kinderkamack Road

A resident claimed that a liquid appearing to be raw sewerage on the floor next to her apartment is attracting flies and mosquitoes.  The health Inspector visited the site and observed sewage on the floor in the hallway outside janitor’s room.  The landlord noted that a plumber was on the way, and health inspector informed him that the affected areas must be disinfected.  A                       follow up site visited was performed and no sewer waste was noted.

Forest Avenue extending to Patrick Avenue

A resident reported that areas along the front lot and walkway by new construction are overgrown with poison ivy and poison oak.  A Notice of Violation was sent via fax to remediate the poison ivy, but the fax number had failed.  
Complaint investigation is in progress.

Ten businesses inspected in August received a Satisfactory rating.  Cinar Turkish restaurant received a Conditional, and upon reinspection the establishment was Satisfactory.  

Ackerman Avenue

A resident claimed that there was stagnant water from a pool breeding mosquitoes.  The health inspector visited the home, and a Notice of Violation was given to the homeowner to remove the stagnant water.  The health inspector returned to see conditions of the unopened pool with stagnant water on the pool cover.  The homeowner was actively pumping the pool water, and was given the contact information for Bergen County Mosquito Control for treatment of the pool since mosquito season is until October.

Forest Avenue extending to Patrick Avenue
August Update

The health inspector found a new address for Town and Country.  A Notice of Violation was sent certified mail.  A representative for the property was called and explained that the wooded area with poison ivy is private property and the complainant is trespassing.  The complainant was advised of the findings of the investigation.

Cindy Lane

A resident would like to have a petting zoo at home for her child’s birthday party and would like to know requirements.  Health officer provided guidance on petting zoos at private homes.
      
There were six deaths and one marriage application in the month of August.

Three cases of Lyme Disease were included in the Communicable Disease Investigation report. 

Correspondence was received by the State of New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection, re:  ground water remedial action permit.

Correspondence was sent to the Fairways at Soldier Hill Road.  A letter to residents was issued, because there is poison ivy on the wooded lot at the entrance to the property.  A Notice of Violation was issued.

    Academy.  A  representative from Northwest  Bergen Regional Health Commission will be 
    handing out literature to residents  and a nurse will be giving out flu shots from 11:00 a.m.
    to 12:30 p.m.  Blood Pressure screening will also be available to the residents.

a. Fall into Fitness Program

    The Board of Health members decided that the Fall into Fitness Program could be held at 
    the Emerson  Public Library.  A representative from Northwest  Bergen  Regional  Health
    Commission will coordinate the date and time of the program with library personnel.
   
b. Pet Census

    Borough Administrator suggested that  the Board of  Health  should  be involved in the pet
    census, as the last census was done in 2012.  Tyco Animal Control services will provide this
    service for $.95 per residence.  Since the pet census is offered from May until September, it
    was suggested that Emerson notify Tyco Animal Control as soon as possible to be included
    on the list in 2019.

c. Child Care Conference

    into a contract with Hillsdale Board of Health for child care services.

d. Health Assistant Position

    Board of Health President Elaine Rizzo asked the borough administrator for a job description
    for the health assistant’s position.  The “other duties” on  the Job Description should be more
    specific and listed as follows:

    1.  Prepare and advertise meeting dates, resolutions and ordinances in paid and local
         newspapers.

    2.  Prepare packets for meetings and send via email to Board of Health members, Health
         Officer and Council liaison.

    3.  Attend Board of Health meetings once a month, on the 2nd Thursday of every month, 
         with the exception of July and August.
 
    4.  Record and type Agenda and Minutes of meetings.

    5.  Maintain Board of Health Minute Books.

    6.  Interact with Health Officer and Registered Environmental Health Specialist concerning
         property maintenance issues, food and animal bite issues.

    7.  Interact with property maintenance official and assist him in communicating with the
         Board of Health.

    8.  Assist residents on a daily basis, via telephone and in person, on all health-related 
         matters.     	

    Board of Health President Elaine Rizzo will respond to the borough administrator’s email
    asking him to include the above in the health assistant’s job description.
