OLD/UNFINISHED BUSINESS:
Vice Chair Boyce remarked about the Emerson Woods project.  She mentioned the (2) two refurbished signs by Eagle Scout Thomas Ross, Troup 67, to be used at both trails,  and with readable signage will encourage people to use the trails.  At the kiosk path, the Boy Scouts did maintenance work, refurbished the old sign, and cleaned the ditch.  V.C Boyce said that Lori Charkey, Director of Bergen SWAN, talked about not having traffic going down to the ditch; try to discourage traffic around the water system.  L. Charkey brought ANJEC grant to our commitment, it’s our final decision; Chairman Browne wants the project.  V.C. Boyce talked about complete responsibility for the grant.

The (1sr) sign at the bottom of kiosk, Gate 5 drive in, has information – Emerson Woods Preserve.  The (2nd) second new carved sign will be at the corner of Lakeview Terrace (Peter Martin’s house) for Joan Martin Garden.  Around Joan Martin, SUEZ Water pays $500 for the property.  V.C. Boyce will contact Peter Martin (regarding Joan Martin Garden) and SUEZ.

Chairman Browne stated, after the group discussion relating to signage, to just let Eagle Scout Thomas Ross do his project with the markers, and the Commission will budget for signs next year. Sustainable NJ planned next year.

The Harvest Market Fest on October 16, 2016, at the Emerson High School location has been cancelled.  Ms. Stephanie Clark, former member, was responsible for the activities of the Fest, however, her recent job promotion made it impossible for her to continue on with the festivities.  

A prescription drop off at the Emerson Police Department is planned.

New membership for the current vacancy was discussed.
