The director could
advise parents what sports are available. The sports boards need someone on each board
to advertise and be in charge of press releases. The subject will be discussed at the next
Executive Committee meeting.

Presiding Officer Dave Rector noted that there was positive feedback last year on the
concert series. The Recreation Commission would like to have at least four concerts in
2015.
