Health Assistant notified the Board of Health members that in case of a fire follow the Fire Exit sign above the door and exit calmly.

The Board of Health  meeting was called to order at 7:33  p.m. by Board of Health President
Elaine Rizzo.

Motion by Nicole Argenzia, Seconded by Cindy Bischoff, that the Minutes of February 8, 2018 be approved as written.

The Animal License report for February was accepted as submitted.

Northwest Bergen Regional Health Commission Activity Report for February was accepted as submitted.

The 2017 Local Health Evaluation Report and Board of Health Registry were completed for Emerson and submitted to the New Jersey Department of Health.

All pertinent food establishments were notified that the Certified Food Manager’s Course will be scheduled for the Spring.

Food establishments inspected for the month of February received a Satisfactory rating.

A police officer responded to a report of a chicken crossing the road between Kinderkamack Road and Dyer Avenue.  While containing the chicken, a resident advised the police officer that the chicken was his.  The resident secured the chicken back to his residence.  Since the owner did not comply with Municipal Codes, the chicken coop would have to be removed.  Also, the health inspector notified the building department that the resident was living in a basement apartment and wanted to be sure it was in compliance with Municipal Code.  Complaint investigation is in progress.

A resident inquired about making a complaint against an Emerson doctor from HUMC at Pascack Valley and Emerson Health and Rehabilitation Center.  It was explained to the individual that the concerns were above the ability of the local health department to investigate.  The person was referred to the NJ Office of the Attorney General, Division of Consumer Affairs, State Board of Medical Examiners.   

[bookmark: _GoBack]An individual complained that a residence on Marianna Place has garbage piling up and rodents were observed.  The health inspector visited the property and saw a small Shop Rite bag of garbage on the ground.  No rodents were visible.  Complaint investigation is in progress.  

There were three cases of influenza reported at the Armenian Nursing and Rehabilitation Center.  The health officer emailed the administrator various guidance documents for reporting, preventing, and controlling communicable illness.   The NJ DOH Epidemiologist also received the email.  Inquiry investigation is in progress.

Follow up on Previous Inquiry:

Influenza breakout was confirmed via nasal swab on January 24 in three patients.  The health officer was advised by Infection Control Practitioner (ICP) that there have not been any new cases of flu since January 31.  The health officer informed ICP if no cases are seen one week after the last case, then control measures can be relaxed.  In order to finalize this outbreak in the NJ DOH system, the health officer sent the ICP the final Outbreak Report to be completed and returned.  The completed Outbreak Report for Long Term Care and other Institutions was received and forwarded to the NJ DOH. 

The Registrar Fees report for February was accepted as submitted.

The Public Health Nurse’s report for February was accepted as submitted.

Council liaison’s verbal report for February.

Council liaison Karen Wolf noted that she and the Mayor will attend the Pascack Valley Wellness Challenge at Westwood Community Center on March 10, 2018.  Emerson’s Mayor’s Wellness Campaign will happen in the next few months.  

The Board of Health members discussed having a yoga program at one of the fields in Emerson in the Spring for adults and children.
