Health Assistant notified the Board of Health members that in case of a fire follow the Fire Exit sign above the door and exit calmly.

The Board of Health meeting was called to order at 7:31 p.m. by Board of Health President
Elaine Rizzo.

Eagle Scout Stephen P. Munson discussed his First Annual Eagle Project Wellness Fair to be held on Saturday, October 6, 2018 at Assumption Academy from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m., and asked if the Board of Health would like to participate.  Stephen noted that the main areas of the Wellness Fair would be at vendor booths in the cafeteria for participants to visit and obtain literature.  The classrooms would be for more formal presentations.  The Disability Awareness Challenge will be held in the gymnasium and vendors will provide literature.  Stephen also mentioned some other areas could be a Blood Drive, Nutritionist, Marshal Arts and Yoga instructions.  Stephen noted that volunteers are needed, and he will advertise the wellness fair in The Record, Pascack  Press and on Facebook.  

The Board of Health agreed that they would like to participate in the Eagle Project Wellness Fair.  The members discussed providing blood pressure screenings, having a blood drive, possibly administering flu shots (if enough vaccine is available,) an Asthma Screening mobile bus, Teddy Bear Clinic where children could bring their own teddy bears to be fixed on the bus, Opioid Awareness materials to be given out because October 6 is dedicated as Opioid Day.  The members will further discuss participating in the Eagle Project Wellness Fair at future meetings.

Quick Chek was inspected and received a Conditional rating, as the milk refrigerator was below the normal food temperature. Management did not provide information to employees on food safety. Main Street 

An individual complained that there was a latex glove on the ground near the Armenian Nursing and Rehabilitation Center.  Health Officer Angela Musella notified Mari Camcikyan, RN, Director of Nursing at the facility, about this complaint.  Mari said that she would contact the supervisor of technician and speak to him about the claims made.  Mari will monitor the situation going forward.  Health officer sent an email to the borough administrator and board of health president to advise them of the situation.  Health Officer Angela Musella contacted the complainant and informed him of the actions taken to abate the complaint.  She also instructed him to contact the health department if it happens again.


Seneca Avenue

The health department received a complaint of an aggressive pit bull.  The resident claims the owner has a flimsy fence and residents are afraid to walk their dogs near the house.  The complaint was sent to Carol Tyler, ACO, Tyco Animal Control.


Armenian Home

Health Officer Angela Musella received a report of two cases of influenza confirmed via laboratory test. “Guidance Information for Influenza Outbreaks in Long Term and other Facilities” was sent to the Director of Nursing and NJ DOH was notified. Outbreak E#238-18 assigned.  There have been no new influenza cases seen in several days, and the outbreak control measures can be relaxed.  The Director of Nursing completed the “Outbreak Report for Long Term Care and Other Institutions.”  Health Officer sent the report to M. Burkes, NJ DOH Regional Epidemiologist.

A dog bite occurred in Emerson on April 1, 2018.

There were six deaths and one marriage license application in the month of April.

Northwest Bergen Regional Health Commission prepared and sent out the Spring Newsletter to each town.  NWBRHC is developing ideas for the Emerson Health Wellness program.  The health educator made several attempts  to contact Shop Rite’s dietician to participate in the event.
The dietician has not returned health educator’s phone calls.                 

Hepatitis B and Salmonellosis were included in the Communicable Disease Investigation report for April.

The health officer filed the annual Financial Disclosure Statement with the State of New Jersey. 

Public Health Nurse’s Report for April was accepted as submitted.  There was one new client at the blood pressure screening.

Public Health Nurse Kay Hodges noted that she was interviewed by WCBS reporter Sean Adams for being the oldest living nurse nationwide.
